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Abstract should be written as a structured abstract consisting of four distinct labelled sections, Introduction-Methods-Results and Conclusion. Consists of a maximum length of 250 words. Text should be formatted using 12-point Times New Roman, justified. The abstract must be able to stand independently, and references should be avoided. 
ABSTRACT
Introduction 
Should contain the background of the study; what is already known, not known, and the main purpose of the study.
Method 
Contain experimental information regarding what was done and how the study was performed.
Results 
Provide the study findings in a concise and detailed manner. 
Conclusion
In one or two sentences, summarize the basis of the findings, take take-home message, and the prospective study.
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Abstract and Keywords

· The Abstract should be an informative synopsis/summary of your manuscript.

· All abstracts for original articles should follow the structured format; with the heading of Introduction, Methods, Results and Conclusion. The word count should not exceed 250 words.

· Abstract for Short Communications, Review article, and Case report should follow the unstructured format. No need to divide the abstract to different sections. The word count should not exceed 150 words.

Keywords

· Below the abstract, provide a maximum of 5 keywords that will assist in the cross-indexing of the article.

· Check and confirm that the keywords are the most relevant terms found in the title or the Abstract, should be listed in the medical subject headings (MeSH) list of Index Medicus found in http://www.nlm.nih.gov/mesh/meshhome.html
